PM GORDON BROWN 

Gordon Brown was recently invited 
to open the new Digital Lab at 
Warwick University using ‘virtual 
scissors’ to cut a ribbon in 
cyberspace. The £13 million Lab, 
the brainchild of Professor Lord 
Kumar Bhattacharyya, director of 
international research and 
education group WMG, has been 
two years in construction. 

Gordon Brown experienced a 
demonstration of two key 
technologies as he opened the Lab. 
Professor Vinesh Raja (informatics) 
and Professor Alan Chalmers 
(visualisation) and their teams have 
worked together to create a virtual 
reality ribbon tied around the 
building which Mr. Brown ‘cut’ using 
computer-generated scissors that 
simulate the feeling of cutting 
through real ribbon. 

The Prime Minister was then 
introduced to several people from 

the University and from the 
business community and David 
was able to explain to the PM the 
work that RDM has been doing 
with Hydrogen fuel cell vehicles 
and its electrical vehicle projects.  

It was clear that both the PM and 
the government as a whole are 
enthusiastic and determined to 
back UK companies who are 
involved in this sector. 

David explained that the 
commercial viability of Hydrogen 
powered vehicles within 24 
months was a genuine reality.
